Aleut Diary Entry 

In class we will be watching Aleut Evacuation:  The Untold War Story.  This documentary describes the experience of the Aleutian internment camps.  The Aleutian Islands are a chain of islands along the southern coast of Alaska.  The native group, or Aleuts, has lived there for hundreds of years, but their land is considered to be a part of the state of Alaska and the United States.  During World War II the Japanese invaded these islands and their land was destroyed.  The Aleuts were forced to leave their homes and were placed in internment camps with lack of medical care and supplies.  This documentary focuses on the journey to the camps, the experience in the camps and their return to what was left of their land.
Assignment:   Based on information from the documentary, write a fictional diary entry from the perspective of an Aleut about one of the following:
· Journey to the internment camps

OR

· Experience in the interment camps

OR

· Return to their “homes”
Requirements:  
· Contains a historically accurate date

· Contains concrete, specific, historically accurate details

· 12 Font (you can pick the style of font)

· Typed

· 4-6 paragraphs

· Authentic looking (Be creative!!!)
Grading:

· This will count as the essay portion of your 1950’s test.  It is worth 35 points of your test grade.
